Don’t Forget the Schools During Deployments!

Principals ask parents to notify the school in writing so they know if parents are gone and that other arrangements have been made for the students. Notification allows the schools to continue with communication, homework, etc. Teachers can email parents who are gone for a long period of time if the deployed parent makes those arrangements.

It is important for parents to do the following:

1. Make sure that all contact information at the school is correct.

2. Call or send a note to the teacher letting them know that one or both parents will be gone and who should be contacted if any concerns arise.

3. Call the counselor immediately to arrange a conference or to talk about your concern, if problems start to arise.

4. Inform first sergeant of home email if your child rides the bus. The first sergeant will receive copies of emails notifying parents of disciplinary incidents. (Also good to call bus office and give home email) 

5. Try to set up regular contact with the parent who is TDY or deployed. Students can feel very insecure when a parent is gone.
