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Road closure continues 

ROYAL AIR FORCE STATION LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – The Suffolk County Council extended the temporary road closure of Lords Walk here until Mar. 20 to allow time for the future of the road to be decided by authorities.

The extension, granted on Jan. 8, will allow Ministry of Defence officials to continue to work closely with Suffolk County Council and Third Air Force authorities to try to find a permanent solution to the security concerns around the Lords Walk area.

 “The extension allows the relevant military, national and local community agencies to identify and agree on a solution,” said Squadron Leader Mike Turner, RAF Lakenheath base commander.  

In the meantime, the main concern of the 48th Security Forces Squadron for the closure area is to maintain security and address traffic concerns, said Capt. William Brooks, 48th Security Forces Squadron.

“The future of how the base and housing will be protected with or without the closure will be determined by the Force Protection Condition at the time,” said Brooks.  

Security forces will continue to work closely with MOD police and the Suffolk County Constabulary. 

“We have always had a very good relationship with Suffolk County and the MOD,” said Brooks  “The nature of recent events has meant that we work closer than we have in the past.”

“We appreciate the support we have received from the community and we will work closely with everyone involved to ensure the best solution,” said Brig. Gen. John Brennan, 48th Fighter Wing commander.
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
