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F-15E airmen move to F-22

ROYAL AIR FORCE STATION LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – An RAF Lakenheath airman was selected to work on the test phase of the F-22 Raptor when he moves to Edwards Air Force Base, Calif., next month.

Senior Airman Scotty Andrews, a 492nd Fighter Squadron crew chief, found out about his assignment to Edwards in January, but didn’t know that he’d be working on the F-22 until his sponsor package arrived.

“I thought I was going to the F-15 squadron, but then my sponsor package told me that I’d be working on the F-22,” he said. 

Although California wasn’t the first choice for Andrews, he said that he think, it will be a welcome change.

“Hey, it’ll be something different. I’ll get to be one of the first people to get to work on the F-22,” he said.

While all of the details on working on the Air Force’s newest aircraft are not in the sponsor package, Andrews said that he’s willing to wait.
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“My sponsor said that I’ll have to go though a few months of classes and a security review before I’ll actually get to start working on the F-22,” he said.

Joining Andrews, Airman 1st Class Ken Wacker, 492nd FS, leaves for the F-22 program a couple weeks later.

The F-22 will replace the F-15 as the Air Force’s next air superiority fighter aircraft.
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
