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RAF Lakenheath earns civilian public relations award

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk - The 48th Fighter Wing public affairs office captured an Award of Commendation in the Public Relations Society of America Bronze Anvil Awards competition recently for its Jet 48 newsmagazine.  

The office received the award in the magazine category for internal audiences. The PRSA Honors and Awards Subcommittee selected award winners based on planning, content, creativity, quality, technical excellence and results.  Bronze Anvil Awards are given for the very best use of creative tactics in a PR campaign and Bronze Anvil Awards of Commendation are 

given to considered entries of Bronze Anvil quality, but which did not win the highest award. 

The 48th Fighter Wing's selection marks the first time the public affairs staff here earned this civilian PR recognition. The unit was one of 65 entries awarded the Award of Commendation from 1,182 entries submitted for the competition

The nine-member public affairs staff produces the weekly Jet 48 to provide the 48th FW commander a primary means to communicate information to the wing's more than 5,000 base servicemembers and their families and 2,000 civilians. The magazine informs its estimated 27,000 readers about base, local community and military family related issues and operational concerns. 

RAF Lakenheath is home to the 48th FW, also known as the Liberty Wing, and its three fighter squadrons -- the 492nd, 493rd and 494th. Its mission is to provide responsive air combat power, support and services to meet our allies' and our country's international objectives. The wing has 72 primary aircraft assigned F-15s stationed here -- 48 F-15E Strike Eagles and 24 F-15C Eagles -- the only F-15s in U.S. Air Forces in Europe.
