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RAF Lakenheath new vehicle check-in to relieve traffic

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – A four-lane vehicle check-in area will be built in the area northeast of the Eriswell roundabout to relieve traffic on the A1101 near the base. 


The vehicle check-in area is in answer to a request by the local councils for a solution to the roundabout traffic for the new school year. 


The holding area will be built on land leased by the Ministry of Defence from Elveden Estates for the U.S. Forces in Europe funded project. 


The check-in is designed to absorb 18 to 25 cars at a time from off the public road while meeting base force protection requirements. The increase from the current two-way traffic entrance on Lord’s Walk to four in-bound lanes is expected to allow security forces and MOD police to process vehicles faster and safer while minimizing traffic queue on the A1101. 


It is anticipated that the area will be ready for, at least, partial use by 9 Sept.  
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
