27 RAF Lakenheath airmen suspected of drug use

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk –  The Air Force Office of Special Investigations in cooperation with the Ministry of Defence Police, 48th Fighter Wing, and 100th Security Forces concluded a four-month-long counter-narcotics operation October 13, 2002.  The operation provided evidence that 27 USAF active duty members from RAF Lakenheath may have been involved in the use, possession, and distribution of controlled substances.  

The airmen, aged 19 to 30, were assigned to the 48th Security Forces Squadron, 48th Communications Squadron, 48th Medical Support Squadron, 48th Component Maintenance Squadron, 48th Civil Engineer Squadron and the 493rd Fighter Squadron. 

The investigation of these individuals is still on going.
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
