American Air Force remembers fallen at Veteran’s Day ceremony

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – American Air Force airmen and members of the North Lopham community will join together Monday to honor the lives of 18 World War I veterans that died in an aircraft crash over the village in a ceremony Monday at 11 a.m. at the North Lopham War Memorial.

The veterans were part of a two-ship B-17 Fortress formation from the 96th Bombardment Group that collided over North Lopham on the way to a bombing raid at Bielefeld, Germany. To honor their memory, a plaque was attached to the War Memorial May 19. 

To further honor the fallen airmen, the names of the aircrew will be read by two U.S. Air Force servicemembers and the RAF Lakenheath Honor Guard will post the colors during the ceremony.
