As he entered the auditorium, the students gazed in awe. When asked about their first impressions, they immediately assumed he was a wrestler or a biker. This appearance is Scary’s first lesson about judging people based on their looks. 

“Snap judgments are made each and every day about people we know nothing about.  I am trying to incorporate the youth of the world and teach them how to love as well as how they can teach love,” he said.

According to William Diesselhorst, LHS principal, Scary’s message came with perfect timing. 

“We’ve been talking this issue with the students for the past two years. There was humor in his message and he got their attention. Now I hope the students got the message,” he said.

Tech. Sgt. Bobbi Jensen, 100th Air Refueling Wing military equal opportunity office, said their office made the decision to invite Scary to the schools after hearing him on the radio. 

“He shared the same messages and passions about equal treatment for all like we do,” said Jensen.

For Scary, this is the first time he lectured on a military installation, and said he was thankful to the RAF Lakenheath and RAF Mildenhall leadership for allowing him the opportunity to make his contributions toward helping the American troops and their families in whatever way he could.

To get the students started on this path to change, he challenged of them to take on his “7 Day 7 Night Challenge,” with the theme “Random acts of Kindness” week. “This will be the most difficult seven days of your lives. I guarantee it,” warned Scary.  He drives the message to the students that their words have meaning, that words are powerful and that everyone is responsible for what they say. Everyone has the power to bring someone down, or lift people up with their words. It’s your choice, he said.
