Liberty Wing supports Moscow Air Show

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – Two F-15C Eagle and two F-15E Strike Eagle fighter aircraft departed for Moscow, Russia today from here to take part in the 2003 Moscow Air Show.


The Liberty Wing F-15s along with aircraft and people from Air Force bases around the world will be making the first appearance and participation of U.S. Air Force aircraft at the Moscow Air Show – one the world’s largest air shows.


The F-15C Eagles will perform a 15-minute aerial demonstration during the air show, scheduled for Aug. 19 to Aug.24, and the F-15E Strike Eagles will be used as static displays.

The 48th Fighter Wing brings unique air combat capabilities to the fight, providing all-weather, day or night air superiority and air-to-ground precision combat capability. The wing maintains two F-15E Strike Eagle squadrons – the 492nd and 494th Fighter Squadrons – that employ precision-guided missiles using Low-Altitude Navigation and Targeting Infrared for 
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Night (LANTIRN) system technology. The wing also has one F-15C Eagle squadron, the 493rd FS, which operates the world’s premier air-to-air superiority fighter, capable of eliminating enemy air threats anywhere, anytime. When teamed together, the F-15E and F-15C provide an air combat capability never before seen in the history of airpower.
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
