RAF Lakenheath airmen sentenced for conspiracy

ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – An airman assigned to the 48th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron here was sentenced by a military judge to a bad conduct discharge, confinement for eight months, and a reduction in grade to airman basic during a special court-martial here, Nov. 5.

Senior Airman David Leaven was found guilty of violating five specifications of Articles 81 and 134, under the Uniform Code of Military Justice; conspiracy to commit larceny, soliciting a fellow airman to commit larceny, using a false passport to the discredit of the armed forces, lying to a British police officer to the discredit of the armed forces, and persuading a fellow airman to place a false name on his gas bill, which was prejudicial to good order and discipline.

The crimes were committed as part of a bank-theft scheme involving an area resident and several area banks.  

The UCMJ contains the laws that all servicemembers must obey.
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
