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USAFE-wide exercise to involve explosions, smoke, police, fire response 

            ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk –  Explosions, smoke and emergency sirens will be heard and seen today in and near buildings, gates, fences and flightlines at air bases throughout the U.S. Air Forces in Europe area of responsibility, during the largest USAFE counter-terrorism exercise ever. 

USAFE Airmen from Turkey to the Azores and Italy to the United Kingdom will participate in Euro Flash, a no-notice exercise designed to test USAFE’s command-wide ability to respond to multiple terrorists’ attacks.   

General Robert H. “Doc” Foglesong, USAFE commander, who recently served as the Vice Chief of Staff of the Air Force and was present in the Pentagon at the time of the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks, emphasized the importance of this exercise.
