RAF LAKENHEATH INVESTIGATES TRAINING INCIDENT
ROYAL AIR FORCE LAKENHEATH, Suffolk – At approximately 5:15 p.m. Jan. 8, a 25-pound BDU-33 training munition from an F-15E Strike Eagle landed in a sparsely populated area near Howden and Market Weighton in Northern England. 
There were no injuries, limited property damage, and the inert munition was recovered.  The F-15E Strike Eagle was conducting a routine training mission at the time of the incident.  Trained and experienced base personnel including Ministry of Defence, and local constabulary authorities responded to the scene and an investigation team is determining the cause the incident.
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
