We ask that groups be between 15 and 30 people and provide their own transportation. Most groups book a coach or a minibus for their visit. Please allow two seats for your tour guide(s). 

Because we are like a miniature city, with a shopping centers, housing, medical facilities and an airport, your visit can entail many different aspects.

Base tours are held typically between 1:30 - 5 p.m. on Thursdays. Tour times can vary depending on how many base agencies your group would like to visit. 

To request a tour, complete the attached request worksheet and return it to 48th Fighter Wing Public Affairs office. We will do our best to schedule tours as soon as possible.  
NOTE: Due to the base flying schedule and the high volume of requests for visits to RAF Lakenheath, not every group will be offered a tour date.
For security purposes, we require a complete list of names, first and last, of those attending the tour, to include the coach driver, two weeks prior to the tour date. We also require all visitors age 10 or older to provide photo identification on the day of the tour. 

Failure to provide the required information and identification will cause the tour to be canceled without promise of a new tour date.

We do encourage visitors to bring cameras on their visit. Photo opportunities will be made available on the day of the tour; however there may be some areas that are sensitive. We ask visitors to be aware of this. Your tour guide will announce photo opportunities when appropriate.

Cancellations: Occasionally, mission requirements or a change in security posture may force the cancellation of a tour. This could happen at any time prior to an event. Our staff will notify your group immediately if this occurs. We will work to reschedule your event as soon as possible.
